Kos Island Air
ViewThe morphology of the ground varies and is the result of long-lasting geological
changes particularly owed to the volcanic activity of the commonly known Aegean Arc
(Nisyros, Thira, Milos, Methana). According to the latest geological studies seven
volcanoes are located between Nisyros and Kos and one of them in the Isthmus of
Kefalos is inactive today. The big explosion happened 160,000 years ago between

Nisyros and Kefalos. As a result it covered half of the island of Kos, in the western part,
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Pyli is located 15 kilometers south-west of Kos town
and about 4 kilometers south of Marmari, and has 2.500

- Tigaki is located 11 kilometers far from Kos town and 7
. kilometers north of Asfendiou village. Tigaki's perma-
nent residents reach around 250. It is a holiday resort
which has undertaken a lot of development during the
